• �Staff up your HazMat Team – an organized group of 
employees who will work to handle and control a potential 
leak or spill  of a hazardous substance is essential to your 
organization.

• �Make sure your employees have the personal protective 
equipment (PPE) they need – eye protection, hard hats, 
protective gloves and  footwear.

• �Train your employees to limit the size and spread of a 
hazardous material release by rotating overturned containers, 
using absorbents to soak up spills and  neutralizing corrosives.

• Provide a clear explanation of the consequences for violating 
	 the policy.

Protect your employees from hazardous waste! OSHA established the HAZWOPER 
standard (1910.120) in 1990 to protect employees who may be exposed to 
hazardous substances during clean -up work at hazardous waste facilities or when 
they respond to emergencies. Employers comply with the standard by recognizing, evaluating 
and controlling the hazards their employees encounter. HazMat teams must be formed to handle 
and control potential leaks or spills of hazardous substances. HAZWOPER training will alert your 
employees to the dangers of hazardous substances and their role in responding to them. The 
training can save lives and prevent serious injuries and property damage.
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
